Welcome to Mexico Missions 2010.  This is an important decision for you.   Our time away will change the way you see the world. Pray and think your way through these materials. Remember that this mission trip starts the day you sign-up. The discipleship meetings, workdays, fundraisers, etc. are all necessary to make this trip all it can be. Before you decide to go you need to ask yourself if you’re willing to pour yourself into it. Otherwise, it’s not worth your time or money.

WHY MISSIONS?

Christ calls us ALL to have a burden for missions, and that call extends beyond sending money.  In Acts chapter 1 verse 8 Christ calls us “to be his witnesses in Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, and to the ends of the earth”.  Hope for North Brevard supports local, in country and foreign missions and this trip would be helping to fulfill our vision to support foreign missions.  These trips are designed to teach you how to “Go into all the world and make disciples” and how to live for Christ. Mission trips introduce you to people of different cultures who have profound needs, and love God with a deep, rich faith. Also, our prayer is that we will all come back ready to serve our community here, with a new vision to love well and live to see lives transformed by the power of the gospel and community.  Our goal is that we all learn to live missionally or with a mission: that God has you here at this time in history for his purposes.
WHY MEXICO?

Mexico offers us a look into Central & Latin America, where the church is expanding its influence, and there is a great need for our support.  Mexico is also deeply linked to our country (history, economy, etc.) and we have a gospel mandate to “love our neighbor as ourselves”.  We also are not only targeting certain countries, but certain missionaries that we see God using for his kingdom purposes and Armonia Ministries (www.armoniaus.org  ) offers us both.  

If you choose to go with us, you can expect to be pushed way beyond your comfort zone, mix concrete or some other type of construction all day, eat strange food, sleep in the open mountain air, and see and experience some things for the first time. In the process, you’ll learn about what it is you really believe and who you really are. It will be an interesting adventure and it will probably change your life.  If you are unsure whether to go or not, just ask someone who has gone on another foreign missions trip with us.  There is nothing quite like it!  We encourage every teen to go on at least one foreign missions trip before they graduate.
